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Abstract

Objective: Assessment of nurses knowledge towards expanded programon immunization in primary health
care centers and to find out association between the nurses knowledge with their socio-demographic
characteristics (age, gender, level of education, year of experience andnumber of training session).
Methodology: An assessment descriptive study was conducted at primary health care centers in Al-Amara
city during Dec. 29th, 2020 until, 2021 7 July in order to assess the nurse’s knowledge concerning vaccination
in Immunization units. Analysis of data was performed through the application of description statistic and
Inferential statistical

(Chi-square test) .

Results : The results of the study indicated that more than one third of the age group in the study sample are
within the age of (49 years), as they constituted 34% of the study sample, and with regard to gender, more
than two thirds of the participants were males, where they constituted a percentage of ( 68%), as for the
educational level, the study showed that most of the participants are secondary school nursing and the Institute
of nursing, the percentage of participants for each of them was (42%). As for the number of years of service,
(24) nurses included in the study, spent more than 20 years in service, and constituted (48%) of the study
sample. With regard to the number of training session in vaccines, one third of the participants had one
training session, as they constituted

(32%) of the studied sample. In conclusion, the study concluded that most of the participants have a moderate
level of knowledge, and they constituted (84%) of the study sample. The study showed no significant
correlation between nurses' knowledge about the EPI and their demographic variables (age, gender, education
level, years of experience, and training session about EPI).

Recommendations: The study recommended to increase the awareness of nurses through conferences and
other educational tools about the expanded program for immunization, an educational program for nurses for
continuous knowledge and renewal of their knowledge and skills to maintain and improve the level of practice
and encourage and motivate them to update.
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
