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The Iraqi constitution stipulates in Article 33 that “everyone has the right
to live in sound environmental conditions” (first), and that “the state guarantees
the protection and preservation of the environment and biodiversity.”

The constitution also stipulates that “the state guarantees social and
health security for Iragis in the event of old age, illness, inability to work,
homelessness, orphanhood, or unemployment, and works to protect them from
ignorance, fear and poverty, and provides them with housing and special
methods for their rehabilitation and care” (Article 30/second). ).

Iraq's launch of its vision for the year 2030 "a human being is possible in
a safe country, a unified society, a diversified economy and a sustainable
environment, enjoying justice and good governance." The University of Basra
should adopt a policy related to how to dispose of waste of all kinds, whether
biological, radiological, physical, or chemical, and both according to the
appropriate method of disposal.

Because of these legislative principles, the University of Basra developed
its policy related to the protection of the environment and human beings
through the proper disposal of waste, as follows:

1- The University of Basra organizes and makes the necessary arrangements
for the disposal of waste resulting from its activities, whether they are
administrative activities, educational activities, or production activities.

2- For the safe disposal of waste, the University of Basra classifies it first into
two types, a recyclable, and a non-recyclable, according to the tables it
issues.

3- Regarding recyclable waste, the university requires all its departments,
colleges and institutes, to collect and classify waste according to what was
mentioned above, through the use of containers for each type separately
and according to the instructions issued by the university in this regard,
where a container is allocated for paper waste, a special container for metal
waste and a special container for plastic waste and last for food waste.
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4- Recyclable waste is transferred to centres designated for recycling, each
according to its type and in accordance with the approved recycling policy
adopted by the university.

5- About non-recyclable waste, the university coordinates with the local
government to allocate cars to collect this type of waste and dispose of it
in a safe manner and according to the standard standards for that.

6- Regarding hazardous waste, the university, represented by all its
departments, follows the instructions and instructions on how to treat it
and according to its type.

7- The university obliges all its departments to carry out the necessary
practices and training to train its cadres on the method of safe disposal of
chemical and radioactive waste and the like according to timetables in a
way that develops the capabilities of its staff in the face of emergency
situations.

8- The university may conclude the necessary agreements with the competent
authorities for the purpose of disposal of all types of hazardous waste,
whether they are local or international bodies.

9-The university provides the necessary devices and equipment for waste
treatment in a safe and hygienic manner and allocates part of its budget for
this purpose on an ongoing basis and follows up on updates in this regard.

10- Forming teams whose mission is to follow up on the implementation of this
policy, update it, diagnose the weakness in it and how to remedy it.

11- The university, with all its formations, works to hold workshops, seminars,
and other events to introduce the dangers of non-recyclable waste and
how to avoid its dangers, as well as publishing awareness posters for all
those who go to these formations, including professors, students and
employees.
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
