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Iraq announced its adoption of the Sustainable Development Goals since
2016, which should be fully achieved in 2030, and before that, Irag announced,
in its constitution, which was voted on in 2005, a set of rights and freedoms that
citizens enjoy considering the enforcement of the highest law in Irag. Among the
most important of these rights is the citizen's right to work and social security
which is considered a high constitutional value that stands alongside other
constitutional values such as social justice, freedom, and democracy. The
constitution stipulates important principles that will achieve and promote the
development of one of the most important goals of sustainable development,
which is the twelfth goal that is concerned with responsible consumption and
production, and an important principle stems from this goal, which is that the
sources of food and other supplies apply ethical standards, and this was
confirmed by the University of Basrah in its policies to achieve goal 12 of the
sustainable development goals, and as follows:

1. The University of Basrah is working to contract with suppliers who apply the
health and legal standards guaranteed to workers by the constitution. The
Government Contracting Division of the University of Basrah must verify this
before concluding contracts with them, especially regarding achieving the
principle of equal opportunities and non-discrimination. This is an application
of a constitutional principle stated in Article (16), which stipulates that "equal
opportunities are a right guaranteed to all Iraqis, and the state guarantees
taking the necessary measures to achieve this."

2. The Government Contracting Division at the University of Basrah must
request - before contracting with suppliers - documents, and receipts that
prove their application of safety and health standards regarding their
workers and that the work is done in a way that guarantees them a decent
life, as well as that the relationship between workers and employers is based
on economic foundations. Subject to the rules of social justice and the right
of fair and appropriate wages.
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3. The Government Contracting Division at the University of Basrah must
request - before contracting with suppliers - documents and receipts that
confirm their application of the standards in the production of food and other
materials, such as the production of food without the use of chemical
fertilizers with harmful effects on the environment or the health of
individuals (workers or consumers) or that its production leads to the
depletion of available resources.

4. Suppliers who do not apply ethical, legal or health standards or who fail to
provide the necessary documents from the list of approved suppliers in the
University of Basrah will be in blacklisted and not returned until they apply
the standards.

5. If the university agrees with suppliers that apply the standards that achieve
sustainable development, the university must also apply the same standards
in return in terms of providing appropriate working conditions and offering
fair wages.

6. Regarding the production capacity of the University of Basrah, which is
represented by the products produced by the university, health and legal
standards and conditions must be taken into account in the production
process with regard to the people working for it in terms of applying the
principle of equal opportunities, paying fair wages and providing appropriate
health conditions in the work environment, as stipulated by related laws and
instructions, or regarding products. To achieve that, they must purchase the
necessary devices and equipment, such as using natural fertilizers regarding
agricultural products or adopting natural grazing lands nutrition regarding
animal products and environmentally friendly devices in terms of the use of
fuel that does not lead to the emission of harmful gases.

7. Establishing a specialized unit at the university and forming sub-
committees in its affiliated colleges and institutions, whose mission is to
follow up on the implementation of the policy regarding the application
of ethical standards for food sources and other materials supplied to the
university, provided that the policy is reviewed and updated periodically.
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8. The university should seek to disseminate this policy and make it known

to other suppliers or consumers contracting with it, through holding

courses and workshops, and making posters and light advertisements.

9. To encourage its contractors, the university may grant them exemptions

or specific facilities as needed.
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
