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The right to health means that governments must create conditionsin
which everyone can be as healthy as possible. These conditions range
from ensuring the provision of health services, healthy and safe
working conditions, adequate housing and nutritious foods. The right
to health does not imply the right to be healthy. The right to health
has been affirmed in international and regional human rights treaties,
and in national constitutions around the world. These include:

International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights, 1966

Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against
Women, 1979

Convention on the Rights of the Child, 1989

The University aims to create the best possible learning environment
to promote a research-conducting approach to understanding and
solving health problems and to engage community partners to
improve overall health and well-being.

1- Directing students and the university community to review the
health centers scattered in the University of Basra and the need
to benefit from them.
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2- Continuous awareness of the importance of public health and
the health of the university environment and alert university
visitors to the need to read the health guidelines proven
throughout the university.

3- The University works to hold discussion and awareness seminars
on the importance of prevention of communicable or infectious
diseases and methods of prevention.

4- The university works to employ the university channel and the
university media in educating the university community about
the importance of public health.

5- Follow up cafeterias and student clubs and the need for them to
follow the health conditions of proper food and impose
sanctions on them in case of violation.

6- Providing sterilizers and disinfectant materials in colleges and
university buildings in the form of "first aid".

7- The continuation of the horticultural people and university
services to treat loose animals, rodents or predators and prevent
their infiltration into the university courtyards.

8- Publishing posters and banners urging health prevention to
make the university community a source of influence in society.
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
