Finance and Investment is a wonderfully broad and well-equipped discipline. The programme 

focuses on the financing of investment projects in the private or public sector and is linked to the 

structure and structuring of the national economy, whether at the microeconomic or 

macroeconomic level. This branch of science has characteristics that are rarely found in others. All 

students have the opportunity to move on to our specialised degrees in Finance and Banking at the 

end of the first year. 

Level 1 exposes students to the fundamentals of Finance and Banking and the fundamentals of 

investment and its expected outcomes, and is suitable for progression to all programmes within the 

Social Sciences programme group. The core topics of the programme are covered at Level 1 to 
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prepare for the specialisation modules at Level 2. Thus, the graduate of the Finance and Investment 

Department is trained to appreciate how research informs teaching, in accordance with the mission 

statements of the university and the school. 

At Levels 2, 3 and 4, students are free to choose more than some of the courses provided that they 

choose a set of modules that complete the number of units required in this specialisation to ensure 

the breadth of knowledge expected of a graduate with a Bachelor of Science in Finance and 

Investment. This allows students to develop their broad interests in finance and investment sciences, 

and decisions about what to study are made with input from professors. The spirit of research is 

developed and fostered from the outset through exercises in scientific research, dialogue and 

discussions, and stimulating constructive scientific dialogue, which are either integrated into lecture 

modules or taught in dedicated practical modules, research seminars and tutorials. , and optional 

field courses At level 3, all students undertake an independent research project, which may be a 

library project or data analysis of value obtained from periodicals or scientific data documented and 

published in the Central Agency for Statistics and Information Technology.

1. Provide a comprehensive education in finance and investment that emphasizes scientific thinking 

and problem solving across a broad range of disciplines in the social sciences 

2. Prepare students for a wide range of post-graduate paths, including graduate studies, structured
